West Bromwich is a town in the West Midlands region of England. It's not far from the city of Birmingham. There are parks and green areas in West Bromwich, including Sandwell valley. In West Bromwich, there are houses where families live. Some houses are close together, and some are farther apart. There are also buildings like schools, shops, and churches. The local landmarks in West Bromwich include the library, Dartmouth Park and All Saints Church.
