temperature

How hot or cold something is.
thermometer

evergreen tree

A tree that stays green and keeps its leaves all year round.
deciduous tree

A tree that loses its leaves in the fall and grows new ones in the spring.
data

Information collected about something, often in numbers or facts
conclusion

A decision or answer reached after thinking about the data and information.

pictogram

A picture that represents an idea or a piece of information.
